Ve know this system is a pain-in-the-neck to our readers but we could not puklish
ANOMALY otherwise. Our print run for each issue is based upon the number of envelopes
we have received so if you don't want to be left out you must send us your self-
addressed, stamped 9x12 manila envelope as soon as possible.

Each issue offers articles and reports
by Mr. Keel which can not be found anywhere else. This is not a club. We do not offer
membership cards.

donate your hardearned cash to research we suggest you send it to established organiz-
ations and study groups who solicit donations.

We greatly appreciate any relevant newspaper clippings, reports and articles you care to
send. Some researchers have beer examining back issues of their local newspapers and
sending us accounts from 1896-97, 1909, 1914, and other "flap" yvears. It helps if you
}nclude the date of publication and the exact source. Although we use only a small per-
centage of the clippings we receive in ANOMALY itself you can be sure that all clippings
are put to good use in our articles and books and we often make copies to distribute

to other interested researchers. Our files are frequently referred to by scientists,
other writers, TV producers, etc.

clearly marked on the outside.
