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AIRLINE CREWMAN' REPORTS SEEING
MYSTERIOUS OBJECT
An airline crewman today produced
a plicture which he said shows an
unidentified flying object taking
to the air from a point near the
Russian River on the Kenai Penin-
sula.
According to the crewman, Barty
Andersson, 41, a purser for Scandi-
navian Airways System, the picture
was taken July 5, about 6 a.m.,
across the Russian River from the
Sportsman's Lodge.
He said he told no one about the
incident at the time because he,
himself did not believe what he had
seen. When the film was processed,
however, it showed what Andersson
described as the mysterious air-
craft's ascent.
Andersson last night brought the
film, a 35mm Kodachrome color slide
to the news room of the Anchorage
Daily News. The picture, in vivid
color, showed an orange spiral.
The color from the spiral was re-
flected in the water. All other
pictures from the roll were inspec-
ted and none had similar character-
istics,
Andersson said that on July 5, he
and friends went to the Kenai Pen-
insula to fish. 3Shortly before
6 a.m.,, he said, they arrived at
the Sportsman's Lodge. His friends
went inside for breakfast, but he
remained outside, intending to take
a time exposure of himself ina
boat.
Andersson said he set up the cam-
era, tripped the time switch and
headed toward the boat. Mildway,
he said, he saw the object rise
from across the river. He saild he
stopped and at that point the cam-
era took the picture.
The objeet, he said, wéer round,
flat on the bottom and raised 1like
an upside down plate on top.
"I heard no sound," he said.
"When I first saw it, it seemed to
be floating about 12 feet above
the ground. I couldn't believe my
eyes. I never before: believed in
such things."
Andersson said the object rose
away from him on an angle and when
Page

it reached an altitude about level
with the hill top it seemed to
disappear. He said he could not
trace its direction. Andersson
said the object was orange with a
shadow of dark blue near the top.
Andersson, s2id he thought he
detected an odor that reminded

him of ammonia. "

He said that he had just completed
an interncitional flight and had
only & few hours sleep 2and so de-
clded not to say anything about

The film, however, captured the
object the way he remembered it,
said Andersson.

The picture was taken on Kodachrome
IT film with Hs Cannon 35mm camera,
equipped with a 58 mm lens. The

ANDERSSON FLIES AWAY; SO DOE3
STRANGE PICTURE

Scandinavian Airways 3ystem purser
Barty Andersson flew to Tokyo yes-
terday--as he was scheduled to do
as part of the regular SAS crew.
And in his wake remained an armload
of questions on unidentified flying
objects that stretched from the
Kenai Peninsula to the U.S. East
Coast.

Andersson reported he had seen a
mysterious, round, orange object
rise quickly and disappear into the
early morning sky.

Immediately, things began to happen
Life magazine heard about the pic-
ture and asked to inspect it.

Other national news medla and at
least one wire service called and
asked for a print. Andersson ex-
pressed little interest in obtailn-
ing money for the picture. He was
anxious about the film's safety,
however.
‘He was quizzecd repeatcdly about
the episode, by both official:and
unofficial sources. Othsrs, who
were unable to contact Andersson,
called or came to the Dally News
asking for more informetion.
The.original picture, a 35mm color
slide, showed an orangc spiral,
which Andcrsson dcecribed .as the
object which took to the air before
his eyes. !
An airship was not distinguishable;
however, it appcared that the ob-
Ject cast a reflection 1n the
Russian River, where the incident
occurred.

FLYING SAUCER SZEN BUT NO GREEN MEN

Flying saucers in the Yorkton area?
While this may sound a 1little far-
fetched to most people, it doesn't
to Mrs. J.J. Kuzma of Norquay who
witnessed a most blzarre occurrence
last Friday.

Shortly after 8 p.m. she went out-
side to investigate when her atten-
tion was attracted by green and

red lights. The object she watch-
ed’ for the next Beveral minutes
could not be anything but a flying
saueer, according to Mrs. Kuzma.
The object, she said, appeared to
be about 100 feet hight and as near
as she could tell in the fading
light, its color was a silver-grey.

A hum like that produced by gene-
rators seemed to come from the ob-
Jeet, Mpsi ‘Kuzma added, and 1t
became louder when the vehicle
moved.

In movement, the object spun like
a revolving dish, Mrs. Kuzma ob-
served as it crossed the village
three or 'four .tiwes.'W It moved
slowly, "about the sanme speed as

a truck 4driving through town," and
travelled at varying heights from
tree level to approx. the height
of the grain elevators.

After watching the object manoeu-
vre for a number of minutes, Mrs.
Kuzma said it proceeded northward
following the path of the railroad
tracks. She continucd to watch it
until 1t was completely out of
sight somewhere in the vicinity of
Pelly.

SAYS FLYING SAUCERS SEEN ALL OVER
WORLD :

Washington (UPI)--The National
Investigation Committee on Aerial
Phenomena said the world is ex-
periencing its biggest increase in
UFO sightings since 1957.

A spokesman for the non-profit re-
search organization said that at
least 20 so-called flying saucers
have been reported during the past
two weeks over most parts of the
world, including Antarctica.
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.The Air Force, which keeps track of

. reported sightings, said it had no

recent reports of unexplained UFO
activity.. Most sightings reported
"in the past have turned out to be
natural phenomena, balloons or me-
teors, a spokesman said. .

The Air Force added that because
there is no definite patterns to
reports of UFOs they seem to be
unrealistics

Richard Hall, NICAP acting director
countered the Air Force denial,

"It is interesting that the Air
Force is unable to find a pattern,
because it 1is staring them in the
face," he said.

On March 21, Hall said, a Japanese
airline pilot saw a UFO when it
flew alongside his plane for 55
miles. According to Hall, the
pilot, Yoshiaka Inada, said the
flying saucer violently affected
the plane's air direction finder.
"Another similar sighting happened
Tuesday in Antarctica, when British
and Argentine scientists reported a
UFO which sent their geometric in-
struments wild," Hall said.
Yesterday, electromagnetic watches
at SantalMaria Airport in the Azores
stopped for 10 minutes while wit-
nesses reported seeing a UFO pass
overhead at 33,000 feet.

Recent claims that "flying saucers"
have been sighted over Mexico and
other parte of the Western Hemi-
sphere have prompted the wesekly
magazine, Impacto, to recall that
such sightings wcre recorded as far
back as 1882.

Tourist Traffic Figures Boosted -
by Flying Saucers
Mexico City (UPI)--Tourist traffic
to Mexico has increased greatly
this year--and Jjudging from some
reports at least half the increase
has come from. outehli spacs.
The current epidemic of flying sau-
cer sightings 1s nowhere as strong
as 1t is in Mexico.
Shiny round space ships zip and
hover all over thesesountry: llke
flocks of birds, judging by reports.
New sightings are told every day.
A number of residents claim to
have seen and talked with the
spacemen, and two groups €ven
they were taken for a rides in
saucers.
Three university architecture stu-
dents say they were "taken to the
third moon of Jupiter in a flying
saucer manned by good looking
glants 7 feet tall.

SCIENTISTS SAYS UFOS EXPLAINABLE
Boston (UPI)--The U.3. Air Force's
chief science adviser said Sunday
night he believes all UFOs are ex-
plainable phenomena,

Dr. Joseph Kaplan, a UCLA physicist
and a noted space scientist, said

UFO sightings could mainly be attri-

buted to meteors or to mirages.

In an interview Kaplan said he con-
ducted a study of such sightings
when they were first reported in
1950. 4

"I think it was very clear then
that at least some of the objects
were meteoric material, fireballs,
gseen by people who were not accus-
tomed to seeing these things," Kap-
lan saild. ,

"Not very many people see a fire-
ball, and you see one and Very
often...the next onc will have a
different color. So many of these
-reporte -turned out to be ,authentic
reports of fireballs. ’
"And secondly, mirages. The appear-
- ance, say, of a star of the planet
Venus under certein circumstances
could fool anyonec.

"I recall flying in an airplane

WASHINGTON (AP) — Evi-!
dence was reported Thursday
night that a huge natural earth
satellite broke up some 5,800
years ago and deposited large
fireball fragments in hop-skip-
and-jump fashion in northern
Argentina,

The report, by U.S. and Ar-
gentine scientists, lent new sup-
port to tales told by Indians to
the earliest Spanish explorers
that a large block of iron fell

|from the sky centuries before

the Spaniards arrived.

The scientific venture leading.
to the report helped clear up
the mystery of a buried object
that had long bedeviled an Ar-
gentine farmer while plowing in
his cotton field.

Dayton, Ohio (AP)--The U.S.A.F.
doesn't believe in flying.saucers.
That's not just a snap conclusion,
but 1s based on the investigation
of more than 9,000 reported uniden-
tified £flying objects by Project
Blue Book, the air forceb——and in
fact the U. S. Government's--agency
charged with analysis of aerial
phenomena.,
"There is nothing to indicate that
any of these phenomcna are extra-
terrestrial in nature,” saild Major
Hector Quintanilla, Jr., a serious,
42_year-old physicist in charge of
the project.
Take, for example, the numerous
sightings in at least eight states,
mostly in Texas, Oklahoma and Kan-
sas, this summer. Quintanilla
claims the many persons who report-
€ed seeing UFOs actually were looking
at the planet Juplter and four pro-
minent stars. He said atmospheric
conditions "gave them a scintilla-
ting effect" and made them appear
close together and in. formation.
What about reports that Tinker Air
Force Base at Oklahoma City and the
weather bureau at Wichita, Kan.,
spotted the UFOs.on radar?
"They nevér said they had spotted
these particular UFOs," Quintanilla
replied.
"They said they had sighted some-
thing they couldn't identify and
since everyone was seeing things,
people put two and two together.
'The radar sighting at Tinker wes
on the opposite side of the spec-
trum to the reported UFO sightings.
Fine, but what was it radar had
fixed on? '
"A building, we think at this point.
An inversion--an atmospheric condi-
tion brought on by the meeting of
fronts and varying temperatures--
caused the radar beams to bounce
off and fix on something on the
ground. The Tinker fix remained
stationary on the radarscope for 40
minutes, indicating something not
moving, Don't forget, the sizhted
UFOs were reported as moving.

Quintanilla admits there are 663
unsolved UFO sighting cases--nearly
half of them in the peak year of
1952, when 1,501 sightings were re-
ported. But, he adds: "None has
ever given any indication of being
a threat to our national security..
of being beyond the range of pre-
sent day scientific knowledge...or
as being extraterrestrial."

What does he think of the possible
existence of an advanced life in
outer space?

"It would be egotistical for man to
believe that God had chosen earth
as the only planet in the universe
where he had placed life," he said.
