DID A FLYING SAUCER LAND HERE? A Toronto commercial artist is convinced a flT­
ing saucer landed an, took off again from a farm near Ba llantrae, Ont. Claus 
Slade, who often visits his friend's farm say he first saw the land and take­
off site five years ago. 

He and his friend discovered the site while walking through the sumach­
covered hills or the area to the south and west of Ballantrae. When he first 
saw it five years ago, the site cleared an area of about 50 feet in diameter. 

The outer edge or the circle seared the ground to a crisp, leaving bits 
of charcoal. This outer circle is about three feet wide. And today, five 
years later, no vegetation grows on it. Inside the circle, small aumachs and 
weeds are growing, but the grass has not sprouted through. Just outside the 
outer circle, one can see flattened trees and toppled long grass, which is 
still dead. Above the circle, tall, 150-foot high oak trees still grow, but 
the branches which hang over the circle are dead. 

There is a path to the north of the circle extending about lOO feet to 
the south of the circle which is barren of leaf growth. All other vegetation 
within a 1,000 foot radius of the circle is growing normally. 

The people who own the farm estimated that the seared circle occurred 
about the beginning of June, 1964. (The Era, Newmarket, Ont. Credit: David

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STRANGE PHENOMENON FITS PESCRIPTIONS 
OF fLYING SAUCERS 
Donat Francis and Ronald Mullin, resi­
dents of Murdochville, Quebec, and 
employees of Gaspe Copper Mines Ltd., 
were exposed to a frightening experi­
ence on the evening of October 11, 
1969. At the time, both men were en­
gage� in their normal work on the con­
centrator waste disposal dam located 
about three miles from the main plant 
an� two miles from Murdochville. 

The incident occurred during the 
graveyard shift at 12: 20 a.m. while 
both men were patrolling and checking 
the discharge pipelines along the top 
bank or the "tailings" dam. 

Mullin said that when he first saw 
the phenomenon he thought it was a 
shooting star but quickly changed his 
mind when he saw the behaviour of the 
luminous object. 

Donat Francis was working in an 
area about a half' mile from Mullin. 
Franc1s said he was at first disturb­
ed by a noise similar to that of an 
outboard motor going full speed. Look­
ing in the direction of the noise Do­
nat states that he witnessed a bright 
object approx. 200 feet in the air and 
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it appeared to be heading directly at/ 
him. As it came closer, Donat said 
he threw himself down behind the pipe­
line, his safety cap and headlamp 
falling· off in the process. 

The object came very close to where 
he was, made a couple or turns around 
the dam area then .headed in an easterly 
direction. A abort distance a fter it 
left the dam area, the motor o f  the 
object appeared to discharge a long 
blue flame and it picked up spee� ex­
tremely fast and disappeared behind 
the nearby mountains. 

According to Mr. Francis' descrip­
tion the object had a half-moon shape 
with what appeared to be a blue wind­
shield in front and propellers in the 
rear. For a time it seemed simply to 
float in apace - then it shot forward 
like a meteor. 

Mr. Vere Cote was driving in his 
car to Grande Vallee on the Murdoch­
ville Gaape highway near the tailings 
dam area when suddenly a bright blue 
flash 11t up the area around hie car. 
This happened at about the same time 
as the two men reported seeing the ob­
ject take-off in an easterly direction 
which would require it to cross the 
highway. 

Residents of the Gaspe Peninsula 
have reported similar experiences.

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STRANGE EXPERIENCE By Hans Lauritzen 

Not only �o I know of contactee cases here in ,Scandinavia, but also of 
contactee cases in other parts of the world. The main reason I was able to 
�ive such an exact description of what happens subsequent to a contact is 
that I have experience1 such a contact myself. 

Many ufologists do not really understand the contactee cases. They 
might wonder whether the contactees tell the truth. What an advantage for 
a ufologist to have experienced a contact himself. Now he can �udge the cas­
es seen from within. But it causes a great deal of frustration. 

In February, 1966 I travelled to Africa. I visited 23 countries or ter­
ritories of Africa. I got a severe case of liver hepatitis, which turned out 
to be chronic. I had to give up my work and was extremely tired all the time. 
I was put on an invalid's pension. 

In November, 1967 I travelled to the 7th International UFO Congress in 
Mainz, Germany, tog ether with some friends. Here I met a Swedish girl work­
ing for a Swedish group. She told me that I was placed on the list of the 
spacepeople an1 that I would be contacted soon. 

The evening of Dec. 7, 1967, four of my friends and I went to a wood in 
Copenhagen (Hareskoven) on a UFO observation tour. It was difficult for me 
to follow my friends. I had to stop several times because I was so tired. 
At that time my liver was 10 cm. too big. As we did not see anything, we de­
cided to go home. When we passed an open place, I asked if we could stay a 
little longer. Then we spread out a little. Suddenly, I saw two great dim / 
yellow globes about 100 meters away. 

One of my friends saw one of the g lobes. I do not know why, but sudden­
ly I asked if I could walk into the wood for ten minutes. My friends agreed. 
I walked away. I had no intention to walk towards the UFOs, as I could ·not 
see them anymore. 

I walked as if in a semi-trance, as if I was guided. I just walked. I 
felt a presence of something above, but I could not see anything. So I said, 
not loud - what was most important to me. I said: ''Please help humanity • 

•• 

Please let me help you in helping humanity. A telepathic conversation fol-
lowed. It was in Danish. They told me that I should give and not receive. 
That I should be alone. And then they said: "You are only standing here by 
the help of your friends. Then you also have to go to your friends.'' 

Then they became surprised and said that it was the first time. Probably 
it was the first time they met such a strange person like·r am (was). So 
they told me that I had a very strong power and that it would become still 
stronger. I asked them to make it so that the power could not be mi.sused. 
After that I continued to walk in a semi-trance. Without having any intention 
I found myself at the place where I had seen the fellow globes.

I drove three friends home. When I drove the fourth friend home, I 

broke down in the car and cried: ''I got the wrong thing - I got the wrong 
thing. •• I had not the slightest idea why I said so.

I ha ve  neve r experie nced so strong pa ins before . Gradually the e ffe cts fade d. 

Soon a fter the contact I felt the most plea surable states or mind so 
won de rful i t  ca nno t be d escribed . A t  othe r times I fe lt such a strong fear 
and anxiety tha t I da red not go o utside the house . As such times I wa s also 
mo at incline d to deny tha t anything ha ft happened to me at a ll.  After some 
months such sta tes of mind and sorrow,  d epression and despe ration came . I 
have never experienced so hard suffering before. Gradually the e ffe cts fad e d. 

Soon after the contact I d isco ver ed tha t I had not my free will to be­
lie ve and think what I wished to . I could talk with people saying ye s and 
no to various opinions • .  But afterwards I discov ere d that whatever I had 
heard, I ha d to believe in it and act a ccord ing to it. Of course it cre ate d 
gre a� confusion. Strange thoughts which I fe lt I was not _ thin king mys e lf 
came popping U P •  They we re o ften of a very negative and destruct1Ye charac­
ter. It was not possible fo r me to stop th� se thoug hts although I tri ed a ll 
the time. The worst thing was that be ca use .' o f the semi-trance sta te I was 
fo rce d to believe in all the se stra nge tho ughts too.  Previously I -ha d com­
plete control o r  my thoug hts a nd pe ace o r  mind. I never be lieve d that such 
grea t confusion o f  thoughts a nd belief e xiste d .  Gradually · ·the .eft'e cts faded . 

To summa rize this e xperience: It has be e n  the moat wonderful and ple as ­
urable expe rience in my life. It has been the mo st horrible and painful e x­
perien ce in my life. Be fore - .I had a sick liv e r. At one time 1 t  wa ., _ lo . cm. 
too big. Now I have a he althy live r. I am most thankful to the UFOs �ro·r · 
havin g  cured my otherwise chronic dise ase without which I would nev e r; .  have 
been a ble to resume my work and activitie s.

Call  For Securitv 
Against Space War 

Ever since June 30th, 1 965 , UN Secretary-General 
U Thant has been in possession of a grave warning con­
cerning the potential threat posed by the phenomena of 
Unidentified Flying Objects . "Powers of a superhuman 
civilization," the warning reads, "l iving on celestial 
bodies, are conducting organized reconnaissance opera­
tions on and around our · planet . At present time, the 
analyzed behavior of the alien space vehicles seems to 
be neutral, but their unknown assignment and task 
warns humanity and world outer space exploration 
teams to look to their security ; and take immediate 
precautionary measures before launching any long 
lasting scientific . study of the phenomena. The U FO 
problem hangs more dangerously above the great 
powers of the world than even the spectre of a third 
world war. "  

This dire warning was issued b y  Col man 
VonKeviczky, Director of the Intercontinental U FO 
Research and Analytic Network . It clearly sounded a 
call for the U nited Nations to look to its defenses 
against an invasion from outer space, or else �uffer

_ 
the 

consequences of a failure to heed such a warnmg. Smce 
that date, J une 30, 1 965 , the United Nations has done 
very little to brace itself for a conflict between any 
civilizations except those which exist right here on earth . 
H owever, it has taken certain preliminary steps, such as 
the establishment of U .N.  committees to deal with 
representatives of space civil izations from beyond our 
solar system, should they appear. In addition, several 
important laws have been adopted by the 62 U nited Na­
tions members, all of whom signed the treaty governing 
the peaceful uses .of outer space. However, only a small 
portion of the warning issued by Colman VonKeviczky 
has been heeded. 

In his message, VonKeviczky pointed out that 
outer space civilizations, while making exploratory 
flights around the world, were preparing for a possible 
landing here . Therefore, he urged Thant to take im­
mediate steps to organize a committee to supervise a 
global UFO analysis and surveillance through a U nited 
Nations network . Thant was presented with 
photographs, and an analysis of various U FO sighings 
around the world.

(which he organized}. After 1 946, he served wtth the 
U .S . Third Army and U .S. Constabulary Headquarters 
in Germany . 

In 1 95 1 ,  VonKevic�ky came to the U nited States and 
openeq a motion pictyre and photographic enterprise 
which he operated for many yeat.:s. He was also editor­
publisher of the Hungarian Wold I llustrated monthly 
newspaper, and later joined the U nited Nations 
Secretariat's Office of Public I nforma�ion , Photo and 
Exhibit Department. He left the U nited Nations 
Secretariat in 1 966, and for more than 1 5  years he has 
been a leader and observer in the field of international 
UFO research . His position with the UN was reportedly 
terminated because of his activity in the field of ufology, 
(although the UN denies this .) VonKeviczky's skill as a 
military scientist is recognized world-wide, and on the 
basis of his strategic and tactical study of U FO o.pera­
tions, 24 nations signed the 1 967 Mainz Resolution 
which was presented at a convention in Mainz, West 
Germany. The resolution declared: "UFOs are iden­
tified as alien space vehicles, originating from powers 
on celestial bodies ."  The Mainz paper incorporated 
many of the propos�ls VonKeviczky had included in his 
first draft memorandum, submitted to Secretary General 
U Thant, which provided a basis -for steps toward an in­
ternational spac€ treaty. The memorandum's principal 
points stressed that scientific exploration of outer space 
must involve the. security of extraterrestrial beings as 
well as the nations of Earth, and no warlike missions 
would be undertaken against oeople in outer space . 

A lso, peaceful extraterrestrial beings and spaceships, 
and their properties within our Ionospherical Region, 
would be un�er the permanent protection and jurisdic­
tion of the UN General Assembly .· In case of a landing 
by such visitors, obviously the protection and jurisdic­
tion would belong to the government on whose territory 'the landing �ook place, subject to provisions of the 
United Nations Constitution. He steadfastly believes that 
the danger ot a posst ble i nvasion of earth from outer 
space is great, and that some defense system should be 
organized to protect the earth's inhabitants. In another 
letter to Secretary-General U Thant, VonKeviczky had 
these comments : 

"At the birth of the space age, which was the 
beginning of the atomic age, there were increasing 
waves of U FO flights, especially in 1 957  when a formal 
'sil€nt invasion' of our planet was observed and 
registered by authorities and semi -official investigators. 
Car en�i nes stopped on the highways, as did official 
radio communication systems and compasses on aircraft 
i n  fl ight whenever and wherever mysterious lumi nescent 
objects appeared. You will recall that, at th is ti me, the 
public was partly misdirected by whispering pro­
paganda, that the flying saucers were American . or 
maybe Soviet, newly constructed, supersonic, in­
terplanetary spacecraft testings . But  the present

Fawcett is working on 
a book to be published s oon, entitled "CHAS ING THE FLY ING SAU CERS "  and hopes s omeday to 
establ ish a SAUCER MUSEUM in North Carolina . 

Research, inves tigation , writing and lec turing on UFOs is one of his eight serious 
hobbies . He is married and has two children, a son and a daughter . He is well known 
from New Hampshire to Panama and als o overseas because of his s tudy groups , publ is hed 
writings , illus trated lectures , radio and TV appearances .
